Francesco Renato Mele, an Italian citizen, was born in Milan in 1969, where he graduated with honours in 

Business Administration at Bocconi University. 

After an initial professional experience at Banca Commerciale Italiana as an analyst in the Equity Investment 

Department (1994-1996), he worked at Goldman Sachs in the Investment Banking Division first in London and 

then in Milan covering key Italian clients including the Campari Group, which he assisted - among other things - 

in the Aperol acquisition in 2003 as a Managing Director in the Italian Investment Banking team (1996-2010). 

In 2010 he joined Nomura, which he left in 2016 as Head of Italian lnvestment Banking. 

In 2016 Francesco joined Monte dei Paschi di Siena, leading its turnaround and recapitalisation phase. In 2018 

he moved to illimity Bank, a newly established digital bank dedicated to Italian SMEs, to serve as Chief Financial 

Officer and Head of Central Functions. 

In September 2022 he was appointed Chief Investment Officer of Cassa Depositi e Prestiti, the Italian National 

Promotional Bank financing infrastructure, innovation, public services and supporting economic development 

through long term investments and partnership with public and private entities, and Chief Executive Officer of 

CDP Equity, CDP fully owned investment holding company. 

In November 2025 he was appointed Group Chief Financial Officer of Campari Group overseeing finance, IT and 

global business services.
